INTRODUCTI'ON

In Celebration of the 50th Anniversary of
The Jewish Ladies Organization of Iran

Although the role of women in the preservation of a nation's religious and social
identity is undeniable, throughout the past 2700 years of Iranian Jewish history, we rarely
come across the name of any woman. Therefore, we find ourselves responsible to make a
brief record of the activities of some such women in the past fifty years, in order to provide
our future generations with what we miss today. A brief survey in the social life of Iranian
Jewish communities, both in Iran and abroad, shows how women were pioneers in social,
philanthropic and cultural activities. Iranian Jewish Ladies Organization, as an example of
such women, was conceived fifty years ago by some married and unmarried women first in
Tehran and, later on, throughout the country. Thirty years later, with the encouragement of
the ladies from Iran, the same development took place in Los Angeles. Although both
organizations have worked independently to serve the needs of their communities and their
era, they have shared one common goal which is to serve the family of human beings. They
both have shared dedication and a sense of responsibility, and offered love and care to
whoever is needy of them. If not for the revolution in Iran, the Boa;(i of Iranian Jewish
Ladies Organization would have continued its services in Iran to this day.

In gratitude for their efforts and in the memory of those beloved women who spent
their lives serving people with love and perseverance, it is our honor and pleasure to
commemorate their Golden Anniversary. May their dedication, goals and sincerity always
inspire future generations.

THE JEWISH LADIES ORGANIZATION OF IRAN

In the year 1947, a small group of young women felt a great need for raising the
standard of health and education among Jewish women and children. They established a
committee, which was later named the Jewish Ladies Organization of Iran.

The organization was initially conceived by two young Jewish women who, in the
course of six months, enlisted the efforts of other members of the Jewish Community to
participate. The Jewish Ladies Organization of Iran was founded by ten women who faced
all kinds of obstacles with tolerance and diligence.

The following is a summary report of the accomplishments of the Jewish Ladies
Organization from 1947 to 1979 in Iran:

1. Establishment of English, Hebrew, sewing, and first aid classes for adults.

2. Assistance offered to refugees of the Second World War, and Red Cross in emergency
accidents, earthquakes and floods.

3. Supervision and participation in the daily food services of the Alliance School in
Tehran.

4. Establishment of two day care centers in Tehran and eventually, in the provinces of
Shiraz, Esfahan, Hamedan, and Arak, under the supervision of local chapters of the
Jewish Ladies Organization of Iran.

5. Financial aid to "Kanoon Kheyr-khah Hospital."

6. Participation in non-military defense programs.

7. Affiliation with the International Council of Jewish Women and with the High Council
of Iranian Women Organization.

8. Establishment of classes to train nursing aids, which later was transferred to
"Kanoon Kheyrkhah Hospital."

9. Establishment of teachers training courses for the day care centers with the finanical
assistance and help of the American Joint Distribution Committee.

10. Establishment of health organizations for mothers and children at Cyrus and Gorgan
Avenues.

11. Organization of annual seminars for representatives of the provinces and local
committees affiliated with the Jewish Ladies Organization of Iran.

. Establishment of literacy classes for adults and children.

Cooperation with the school of social work in offering practical training courses for
their students at the day care centers.

The continual campaign to gain the rights of Iranian Jewish Wives and daughters.
Appeals were made to local and Israeli authorities and contacts were made through
several Jewish Women Congresses in different countries of the world over sixteen
years. This mission finally became fruitful during the parliamentary representation of
Yousef Cohen.

Graduate nurses sent to England for higher studies.

Graduate students sent to the United States through the National Council of Jewish
Women to pursue a one year course in early childhood education. Such graduates later
became consultants at the day care centers.

Scholarships and loans offered to eligible needy students.

Publication of two prayer books "Niayeshe Zane Yahudi." These were the first

prayer books for women in Persian and can still be seen in use by some Persian women

in the United States.

The establishment of classes for mentally handicapped children.

. Fund raisings through garden parties and banquets.

. Establishment of a temporary thrift shop twice a year, in order to collect items for

needy people.

. Publication of a seasonal bulletin, reflecting the activities of the organization.
. Organization of educational tours to different parts of the country.

. For the first time in Iran, group Bat Mitzvah ceremonies held for 89 girls at day care

centers.

. Visits by national and international celebrities, including such luminaries as Mrs.

Eleanor Roosevelt, at day care centers.

. Participation and demonstration of a sample day care center in the 1961 International
Fair of Women's Activities, which was visited by her majesty the Queen Farah Pahlavi.

- The establishment of the day care center which provided service for two hundred and
fifty children. The service included daily meals, bathing, clothing, medicine & medical
care.

- The establishment of a home for the senior citizens and the distribution of food and first
aid supplies.

- Display of historical documentaries and films for entertainment purposes, as well as the
arrangement of field trips and lectures.

- Supply meals & supervision of the Alliance School Cafeteria.

- Summer camps for students at elementary, high school and university level.

- Establishment of committees to help marital problems, as well as social gatherings for
the young adults.

- Financial & housing aid to college students, specially at Isfahan University.

- Financial aid and assistance to the ill, including treatment abroad.

- Assistance with mortuary services.

- Distribution of food & clothing to earthquake victims.

One of the major activities of the Shiraz Committee was the Day Care Center
which had one hundred children between the ages 3-5 years. Adult education classes both
in Persian and Hebrew, as well as courses in sewing and art crafts provided education for
a lot of young ladies and women.

Provision of food and other first aid supplies for the needy families as well as
visiting senior citizens and lonely people were also served by this committee. Meetings to -
enhance the religious background and general knowledge of the women was another step
taken for the middle class people.

The young ladies committee affiliated with the Shiraz Committee was helpful in
dealing with the social needs and the problems of the younger generation.

The Abadan Committee of the Jewish Ladies Organization of Iran was mostly
consisted of the families affiliated with the National Oil Company in Abadan. They were
able to use the facilities of the Oil Company for their gatherings and fund raising. Thus
with regard to their budget, they were self sufficient and did not receive financial help
from Tehran. Their activities included medical assistance as well as the distribution of
groceries and clothes to the needy. Literacy classes, lectures and sewing classes were
among the services provided for the women. Their major effort was to cooperate with the
administration of "Ganje Danesh" Jewish School, as well as offering some financial
support towards their annual budget.

The Organization was founded during the summer of 1976 by a group of Iranian
women residing in Los Angeles, with the encouragement of two board members of the
Jewish Ladies Organization of Iran who were visiting Los Angeles at the time. The
intention was to preserve ties with their Jewish and Iranian heritage as well as to have their
own charitable, social and cultural role. The activities of this organization have always
been planned to fulfill such intentions.

The Iranian Jewish Women's Organization of Southern California is an independent
organization, although it is still affiliated with the National and International Council of
Jewish Women. This organization is not financially dependent on any other organization,
and relies solely on fund raising to support the charitable work described in this report.
Iranian Jewish Women's Organization has been established as a non-profit social and
charitable organization.

Our activities have varied due to the changing needs of our people and the
community in Los Angeles. The following is a brief list of some of our activities through
the years:.

1. Literary, cultural and social events.
2. Annual luncheons for fund raising and social purposes.

3. Establishment of the "Moussa Kermanian Foundation" affiliated with the Iranian
Jewish Women's Organization of Southern California, awarding educational loans and
scholarships to students.

4. In 1987, The Iranian Jewish Women's Organization of Southern California, joined the
American Friends of Hebrew University, and agreed to make an annual donation to
this university in Jerusalem. This money is donated to help educational programs,
specifically for the Iranian students at the university. The program is carried through
with the assistance and under the supervision of Professor Amnon Netzer, from the
Hebrew University. About the same time, the organization also began to give annual
grants to Professor Amnon Netzer for his research in Judeo- Persian Studies.

5. Celebration of the Iranian New Year, "No Rouz", including rituals associated with the
holiday such as the "Haft Seen", to preserve our Iranian heritage.

6. Monthly meetings and gatherings for social and cultural purposes.

> 7. Establishment of adult English as a second language classes (ESL).

. The annual selection and presentation of the Mother of the Year since 1984. In May

1998, the award of this event was named the "Maliheh Kashfi Award", in recognition
of her fifty years of services to the Iranian Jewish Community.

The annual selection & presentation of the Woman of the Year since 1986. However,
in March 1996, the date of the celebration of the event was moved from Mother's day
in May, to the Women's International Day in March. This award, was renamed the
"Shamsi Hekmat Award" in 1999, in recognition of her fifty years of services to the
Iranian Jewish Community.

Establishment of “Shamsi Hekmat Educational Award.” In July 1998, The Hekmat
family endowed the fund raised by the family and friends in the memory of the late
Shamsi Hekmat to this organization. The interest of this endowment will be awarded

to one of our qualified students yearly under the title of “Shamsi Hekmat Educational
Award.”

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One of the accomplishments of the Jewish Ladies Organization of Iran is the continual
campaign for the amendment of Jewish Women Inheritance Act. This effort took place
through sixteen years of participation and contacts at national and international levels. It
finally became fruitful during the parliamentary representation of Yousef Cohen. He took
advantage of his professional and social influence and succeeded, along with the
cooperation of Jewish Ladies Organization, to have the religious authorities in Israel
sanction the amended text for the Women’s Inheritance Act. He then used the same
influence through the appropriate authorities of the Ministry of Justice in Iran to legalize

and enforce the Act in all the judicial courts of Iran
